SECOND PRE-BID MEETING SCHEDULED FOR ALTERNATIVE HOUSING PROGRAM/ SEALED BIDS FOR FIRST UNITS TO BE OPENED APRIL 24
Pearl - A pre-bid meeting will be held April 27 for modular home manufacturers, contractors and companies who are interested in bidding on manufacturing the Mississippi Cottage models for the Mississippi Alternative Housing Program. 

The Mississippi Emergency Management Agency and the Mississippi Department of Finance and Administration will host the meeting at 9:30 a.m. on Friday, April 27 in the East Conference Room on the first floor of the Woolfolk State Office Building, 501 N. West St., Jackson. 
More than 200 people attended the first pre-bid meeting that was held Monday for the Park Model version of the alternative housing units. 

Sealed bids for the Park Model will be opened at 2 p.m. on April 24 in the Woolfolk State Office Building. 

The Park Model unit is a one-bedroom, 400-square-foot unit. The Mississippi Cottage has two models. The two-bedroom cottage is approximately 728 square feet and the three-bedroom cottage is approximately 784 square feet. All units include a porch and are designed to fit into Gulf Coast architecture. 

Contractors may read the design plans and specifications by going to MDFA’s Web site at www.dfa.state.ms.us and clicking on the link “Mississippi Alternative Housing Pilot Project RFP.” The Mississippi Alternative Housing Program is a pilot program funded by a $281 million federal grant. The goals of the program are to develop and evaluate safer and more comfortable alternatives to current disaster housing units for future disasters. MEMA is administering the 24-month long program.
